Award of Contract 

AWARD OF CONTRACT to STV Inc. to provide complete ON-CALL AVIATION PROFESSIONAL 
SERVICES for various projects at LOS ANGELES INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT (LAX), WONTARIO 
INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT (WONT) and VAN NUYS AIRPORT (VNY), for an amount not-to- 
exceed a total of $1,417,528. 

Management RECOMMENDS that the Board of Airport Commissioners: 

1. ADOPT the Staff Report. 

2. DETERMINE that this action is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) 
pursuant to Article ll Sections 2(d) and (f) of the Los Angeles City CEQA Guidelines. 

3. FIND that this work can be performed more economically or feasibly by an independent contractor 
than by City employees. 

4. APPROVE award of contract with STV Inc. for complete On-Call Aviation Professional Services 
for various projects at LAX, WONT, and VNY. 

5. AUTHORIZE the Executive Director to execute a contract with STV Inc. for complete On-Call 
Aviation Professional Services for various projects at LAX, W O N T  and VNY, upon approval as to 
form by the City Attorney. 
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I. Executive Summary 

Staff requests the Board of Airport Commissioners (BOAC) to authorize the Executive Director to 
execute a contract with STV Inc. to provide Los Angeles World Airports (LAWA) with complete 
On-Call Aviation Professional Services for various projects at LAX, LAIONT and VNY. The 
proposed budget for the three (3) year contract shall not exceed $1,417,528. 

This new contract will allow STV Inc. to provide critical conceptual planning, project definition, 
design, design support and other professional services needed to develop ground transportation 
plans at Los Angeles lnternational Airport (LAX) and potentially assist on other projects as needed 
at LAX, LAIOntario International Airport (WONT) and Van Nuys Airport (VNY). 

2. Prior Related Actions 

In December 2004, the Los Angeles City Council approved the LAX Master Plan (Alternative D), 
the LAX Plan, the LAX Specific Plan, and related entitlements. 

In February 2006 the City entered into a Stipulated Settlement for the purpose of resolving the 
litigation filed by Petitioners challenging Respondents' approval of the LAX Master Plan Program. 

On February 10, 2008, LAWA released the Request for Proposal (RFP) to procure complete On- 
Call Aviation Professional Services for various projects at LAX, LAIONT, VNY and LAIPMD. The 
RFP was advertised in five (5) local newspapers. A Pre-Proposal Meeting was held on February 
28, 2008 and written proposals were received from sixteen ( I  6) firms on March 13, 2008. Of the 
sixteen proposals received, six (6) firms were short listed and deemed most qualified to continue 
to the interview process. These firms were Gensler, Gin Wong Associates (GWA), HNTB, HOK, 
STV and URS. 

By Resolution No. 23580, adopted on June 2, 2008, the BOAC established an On-Call Aviation 
Professional Services list consisting of Gensler, GWA, HNTB, HOK, STV and URS. Also, by the 
same resolution the BOAC awarded the first two On-Call contracts, DA-4286 to Gin Wong 
Associates (GWA) and DA-4287 to Gensler for a not-to-exceed amount of $6.0 million each. 

By Resolution No.23673, adopted on December I, 2008, the BOAC awarded a contract to HOK 
for specific elevatorlescalator replacement modernization projects and other services. GWA, 
Gensler, and HOK are currently working on a total of 37 taskslprojects in support of LAWA's on- 
going planning studies and several Capital Improvement Programs. 

3. Current Action 

This action requests the BOAC to authorize the Executive Director to execute a contract with STV 
Inc. to provide LAWA complete On-Call Aviation Professional Services for various projects at 
LAX, LAIONT and VNY. 

Development at LAX is governed by the LAX Specific Plan. The LAX Specific Plan was 
amended following the City's adoption of the LAX Master Plan in 2004. Section 7.H of the 
LAX Specific Plan requires the completion of a "Specific Plan Amendment Study" (SPAS) 
prior to seeking an LAX Plan Compliance Determination for certain projects identified as 
"Yellow Light" Projects in the Stipulated Settlement Agreement. 



As noted in the Settlement Agreement, "LAWA will focus the LAX Specific Plan Amendment 
Study on the following: 

I. Potential alternative designs, technologies, and configurations for the LAX Master Plan 
program that would provide solutions to the problems that the "Yellow Light Projects" were 
designed to address consistent with a practical capacity of LAX at 78.9 Million Annual 
Passengers (The Alternative Projects")." The "Yellow Light Projects" are: (a) Development 
of the Ground Transportation Center (GTC); (b) Construction of the Automated People 
Mover from the GTC to the Central Terminal Area (CTA); (c) Demolition of CTA Terminals 
1,2 and 3; (d) Reconfiguration of the north airfield as contemplated in the LAX Master Plan, 
including center taxiways; and (e) improvements to on-site roadways associated with (a) and 
(b) above. 1 

2. Security, traffic and aviation activity of such alternative designs, technologies, and 
configurations for the Alternative Projects. 

3. Potential environmental impacts that could result from replacement of the Yellow Light 
projects with the Alternative Projects, and potential mitigation measures that could provide 
comparable level of mitigation to that described for the Yellow Light Projects in the LAX 
Master Plan Program. 

To accommodate 78.9 MAP, the GTC, APM, lntermodal Transportation Center, and 
roadway improvements included in the Master Plan represented the ground transportation 
or landside improvements recommended to reduce congestion in the CTA. These elements 
collectively relieved traffic congestion by eliminating private vehicles from the CTA. 

For the past several years a number of alternatives to the yellow light projects were 
developed in cooperation with a Specific Plan Advisory Committee. At the current time, four 
alternatives have been approved by the Committee for continued investigation under the 
SPAS process. However, the alternatives development process focused primarily on 
development of alternatives to the North Airfield elements of the Master Plan. Only one 
ground access solution, an intermodal transportation center located at Manchester Square, 
was developed. Under all of the current alternatives being evaluated under the SPAS 
process, private vehicles will be allowed access to the CTA. 

LAWA is currently evaluating various options to address these and other issues at LAX, and 
is preparing an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the SPAS pursuant to the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Under the Settlement Agreement, LAWA has discretion 
to determine the appropriate methodology to conduct the SPAS. LAWA has determined that 
additional study is required to identify potential alternative designs, technologies and 
configurations to address traffic, access, and related transportation issues. 

Previous LAX planning studies conducted by LAWA predict if physical and/or operational 
improvements are not implemented before traffic reaches 78.9 MAP, LAX will experience 
unacceptable traffic service levels inside the CTA. Although LAX is currently experiencing 
reduced traffic counts and consequently reduced traffic congestion, it is essential that we 
plan for the forecasted return of traffic and develop alternatives that adequately address our 

' Section 7.H also included the West Satellite Concourse and associated AMP segments. These 
improvements were later removed through a Specific Plan Amendment. 





Do not contract for On-Call Aviation Professional Services - If LAWA does not award this 
contract with STV Inc. to provide On-Call Aviation Professional Services, work indentified in the 
scope will be delayed and LAWA will not be able to support on-going work effort or provide 
several needed project definitions, planning studies, design projects, and support services in a 
timely manner. If adequate ground infrastructure alternatives for LAX are not developed, the 
SPAS EIR schedule may be impacted. There will also be a substantial delay in responding to 
Executive Management's request for implementation of projects and related planning and design 
services which have been identified as essential and important, critical and high profile security, 
safety related and crumbling infrastructure projects. 

FISCAL & ECONOMIC IMPACT STATEMENT: 

The estimated total cost of this contract for three years is not-to-exceed $1,417,528. During the 
budget process for the Fiscal Year 2009-201 0 budget, we have requested funding in amount of 
$1,500,000. 

Funds for the Award of Contract have been requested in the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 Los Angeles 
World Airports Operating Budget in LAX Cost Center 1 150004 - Airport Planning Chief Office, 
ONT Cost Center 1300041 - ONT Planning, and VNY Cost Center 1400010 - VNY Planning in 
Commitment Item 520 - Contractual Services. Funding for subsequent years will be requested as 
part of the annual budget process. 

STANDARD PROVISIONS: 

1. This item as a continuing administrative and personnel-related activity islare exempt from the 
requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Article II Sections 
2(d) and (f) of the Los Angeles City CEQA Guidelines. 

2. STV Inc. will comply with the provisions of the Living Wage Ordinance. 

3. Contract Services has reviewed this item and established a 25% combined MinorityNVomen 
Business Enterprise level for this project. STV Inc. proposes 18% combined MNVBE levels of 
participation. Contract Services confirms that based on documents submitted, STV Inc. has made 
a good faith effort to outreach to MBENVBEIOBE subcontractors. 

4. STV Inc. has submitted an Affirmative Action Plan and will comply with the provisions of the 
Affirmative Action Program. 

5. STV Inc. has been assigned Business Tax Registration Certificate No. 540416. 

6. STV Inc. has submitted the Certification of Compliance with Child Support Obligations and will 
comply with the provisions of the Child Support Obligations Ordinance. 

7. STV Inc. will have approved insurance documents, in the terms and amounts required, on file with 
the City of Los Angeles prior to the issuance of a Notice to Proceed. 

8. Pursuant to City Charter Section 1022, it has been determined that the work specified can be 
performed more economically or feasibly by independent contractors than by City employees. 



9. The City Attorney will approve the contract as to form. , 

10. Action taken on this item by the Board of Airport Commissioners will become final pursuant to the 
provisions of the Los Angeles City Charter Section 245. 

11. STV Inc. has submitted the Contractor Responsibility Program Questionnaire and Pledge of 
Compliance and will comply with the provisions of the Contractor Responsibility Program. 

12. STV Inc. has been determined by Public Works, Office of Contract Compliance, to be in full 
compliance with the provisions of the Equal Benefits Ordinance. 

13. STV Inc. will be required to comply with the provisions of the First Source Hiring Program for all 
non-trade LAX Airport jobs once the program is formally implemented by LAWA.
